Safety instructions

In order to avoid transport damage, the unit may only be dispatched
after consulting the Truma Service Centre.

The voltage must be disconnected from the mains (all poles) before
opening the housing.

Device fuses and connecting cables must only be replaced by
experts.

The 230V, T 6.3 A H-type (slow) fuse in the unit can be found on the
electronic control unit and must always be replaced with an
identical fuse.

Guarantee claims, warranty claims and acceptance of liability will be
ruled out in the event of the following:

— modifications to the unit (including accessories),

— failure to use original Truma parts as replacement parts and
accessories,

The refrigerant circuit contains R 407C refrigerant and must only be
opened in the factory.

The air inlets/air outlets on the outer unit and on the air distributor
must not be obstructed under any circumstances. Compliance with
this requirement is vital in order to ensure that your unit operates
correctly.

In order to avoid damage to the compressor, when the device is in
operation during transit (for example, with the generator or voltage
transformer working), do not attempt uphill or downhill gradients of
more than 8 %.

Do not allow cooling operation to run for extended periods in a
tilted position, since the condensation water which forms may not
be able to run off, and in the worst scenario might penetrate into
the vehicle.

Operating instructions

Remote control

The symbols shown on the display become visible depending on
the setting.

For problem-free operation and in order to avoid damage, the
supply voltage must always come from a source with a sine wave
curve (e.g. voltage converter, generator) and without voltage
spikes.

When the vehicle is being cleaned (with a high-pressure cleaner, for
example), make sure that no water can get in to the unit (do not
spray directly into the openings of the unit, for example).

The use of high-temperature cleaners and steam cleaners is not
permitted.

The condensation traps must not be obstructed at any time during
operation.

Instructions for using air conditioning units

The air conditioning unit is designed for power consumption of up
to 4.2 A. Before switching on, it is essential to make sure that the
fuse system for the power supply at the camp site is sufficient (min.
6 A).

As far as possible, park your vehicle in the shade.

Darkening the vehicle with blinds will reduce the penetration of
radiant heat.

Clean the roof of the vehicle regularly (dirty roofs heat up more
readily).

Before operating the device, ventilate your vehicle thoroughly, in
order to allow the hot air which builds up inside to escape.

To create a healthy environment on the inside of the vehicle, the
difference between the inside and outside temperatures should not
be selected as too great. During operation the circulated air will be
purified and dried. Due to the drying of the moist, humid air, a
pleasant environment will be created inside even with slight
temperature differences.

Keep the doors and windows closed while the cooling system is in
operation.

For rapid cooling or heating:

— Set the fan level to high
— Set the air distributor for the front/rear to medium
— Set the air distributor for the floor/ceiling to ceiling

Switching on

Press the “On/Off switch” on the remote control to switch on the
air conditioning unit. The most recent settings are applied.

After switching on, the air circulation fan starts to run.
The compressor activates after a maximum of 3 minutes,
and the blue (cooling) / yellow (heating) LED flashes.

Temperature

If required, adjust the room temperature setting using the “+” and
“~” “Temperature selection buttons”.

Mode

Select the required operating mode by pressing the “MODE” button

one or more times.

— Cooling

— Heating

— Automatic (heating or cooling mode depending on the room
temperature setting)

— Circulated air

When the room temperature that was selected using the remote
remote control is reached in cooling mode, the compressor
switches off and the blue LED in the IR receiver goes out. The air
circulation fan continues to run in order to provide ventilation. If the
room temperature setting is exceeded, the device automatically
reverts to cooling mode.

When the room temperature that was selected using the remote
remote control is reached in heating mode, the compressor
switches off and the yellow LED in the IR receiver goes out. The air
circulation fan continues to run in order to provide ventilation. If the
temperature drops below the room temperature setting, the device
automatically reverts to heating mode.

Heating is not possible at an outside temperature of less
than 4 °C, as the heating power drops significantly. Between
4 °Cand 7 °C the device briefly switches to thawing processes.
Heating is possible without restrictions above 7 °C.

Cooling/heating mode and the fan level are selected automatically
depending on the room temperature when the unit is in automatic
mode.

In recirculated air mode, the interior air is circulated and cleaned by
the filters. No LED’s illuminate on the IR receiver.

Sleep function

When the “Sleep function” is active (cooling mode only), the
interior fan and the exterior fan operate at slow speed and
therefore extremely quietly.

Switching off

Press the “On / Off” button on the remote control to switch the
equipment off. The remote control and the unit are switched off.
The light can still be operated using the “Ambient lighting” button.

If the air conditioning unit is switched on again, the blue /
yellow LED flashes. The air circulation fan runs and the
compressor switches itself on after a maximum of 3 minutes.

Time

Press the “Time selection button” and set the current time using
the “Time setting” buttons.

The time is always shown in the display (except with Timer ON /
OFF).

The time must be reset after a battery change or daylight saving
time change.

Timer ON / OFF

The air conditioning unit on/off time can be set in advance from a
minimum of 15 minutes up to a maximum 24 hours, starting from
the current time.

To carry out programming, switch on the unit with the remote
control.

Set the required operating mode and room temperature.

Then select TIMER ON or TIMER OFF using the “TIMER selection
buttons”. Set the required on/off time using the “Time setting”
buttons (15 minutes — 24 hours) and confirm with TIMER ON or
TIMER OFF.

Press the relevant timer button again to deactivate the timer
function.

Ambient lighting

Independently of the operation of the air conditioning system, the
lighting in the air distributor can be switched on and off by pressing
the ,,Ambient lighting“ button. To dim the lighting, press and hold
down the “Ambient lighting” button. Press the button again to
activate or deactivate the lighting. When the lighting is switched on
again, the previous setting is activated.

Reset

The settings on the remote control are reset to “AUTO, 22 °C, 12:00,
No timer, No light”.

Resend

The most recent settings are transmitted again.

IR receiver and manual on / off

There is an additional pushbutton on the receiver (m), with which
the unit can also be switched on and off without the remote control
(e.g. with a ballpoint pen).

If the unit is switched on using this pushbutton, the system is
automatically reset to the factory settings (Automatic mode, 22 °C).

Intended use

This unit was designed for installing in motor homes and caravans. It
is intended for domestic use. Any other applications are only
possible after consultation with Truma.

Location selection

The vehicle roof (roof thicknesses from 25 to 110 mm) must be level
and smooth.

There are 3 installation options:

— A new cut-out has to be made (350 x 380 mm)

— Cut-out from an existing skylight (400 x 400 mm) without sealing
frame (accessories)

— Cut-out from an existing skylight (400 x 400 mm) with sealing
frame (accessories) (Operating instructions are supplied with the
sealing frame.)

Please always take the following requirements into account:

— If at all possible, the unit should only be installed a little way from
the centre of the vehicle.

— Check that installation will not be obstructed in any way.

— There may be electrical cables running between the inside and
the outside of the roof. Disconnect all voltage sources before
starting work (all poles).

— The maximum permitted roof load must not be exceeded (see the
vehicle manufacturer’s specification).

— Check the internal installation location for obstructions.

— A wooden reinforcement frame must be fitted around the cut-out
in the roof between the upper and lower roof surface (min. 25
mm). It may be necessary to remove the insulation.

Installation in a 400 x 400 cut-out

For optimum sealing, we recommend using the sealing frame which
can be purchased as an accessory (part no. 40091-19000).

Installation with the sealing frame is described in the installation
instructions supplied with it.

Installation of the unit in vehicles with an existing skylight: The cut-
out must measure 400 x 400 mm.

Remove the existing skylight (increase the size of the cut-out if
necessary).

Remove seal residue and unevenness.



Fill screw holes with body sealant.

For the remaining installation steps, please refer to ,,Preparation for

mains cable connection”.

Installation in a new cut-out

Vehicles without an existing cut-out: required cut-
out 350 x 380 mm

Place the template in the installation location on the vehicle and
mark and cut out the cut-out (350 x 380 mm).

Mark out the 4 holes (10 mm) for attaching the brackets and drill
through the roof.

Preparation for mains cable connection

A leadthrough for the mains cable to the connection point should be
provided in the intermediate ceiling, for example.

Lift the unit onto the roof, holding it in a horizontal position, and
insert it into the cut-out. The arrow points in the vehicle’s direction
of travel.

If the unit has been turned over or was not horizontal at all times,
you must wait 2 hours before switching it on.
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Slide the unit forward in the cut-out as far as it will go.
Remove the protective film.
Route the power supply cable to the connection point

(extend the cable with however many Wago terminals you
need if necessary).

Fixing the unit in place

Screw the two brackets (marked with an arrow pointing in the
vehicle’s direction of travel) to the unit using the 4 M6 x 70 screws

(with sealant) included in the scope of supply (tightening torque 1.8
Nm).

M6 screws must be used for roof thicknesses of more than 50 mm
(length = roof thickness + 30 mm) and tensile strength of 8.8. The
screws must be coated with low-strength sealant (e.g. Loctite).

Installing roof thickness adapters

Dependent upon the roof thickness, slide a roof thickness adapter
(roof thickness adapter (base ring) and 10 mm roof thickness
adapter for roof thickness from 25 to 50 mm) into the air distributor
as far as the stop. Use additional 10 mm roof thickness adapters
(see accessories) if the roof is thicker. Maximum roof thickness 110
mm.



Fixing the air distributor in place

Connect the cable from the air distributor to the electronics box.

Screw the air distributor (arrow pointing in the vehicle’s direction of
travel) to the brackets with 6 screws M6 x 12 mm.

Installing filters

Insert the filters in the panels and connect them to the air
distributor.

Connect the power supply cable that has been routed to the
connecting point.

All cables must be secured with clamps!
For maintenance or repair work, an isolating device must be

provided on the vehicle side to provide all-pole isolation from the
mains, with a contact interval of at least 3.5 mm.

Function test / Mounting for the remote control

Install the mounting for the remote control in the required location.

All device functions must then be tested as described in the
operating instructions.

Once the unit has been installed, the person completing the
installation must check that the condensation traps are not
obstructed.

The operating instructions must be handed to the owner of the
vehicle.
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In Australia, always notify the Dometic Service C entre if problems are encountered; in other countries the relevant
service partners should be contacted (see Service Booklet or www.truma.com).
